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LEARNING WHEN WE LISTEN

Meet Linus! He's a good listener. He uses what he
learns through listening to help others. When we
really listen, we can learn what other people need
and how we can help them.

Make your own Snoopy “listening ears” and practice
being an active listener!

To make your ears:

1. Cut on the dotted line.

2. Fold on the solid line.

3. Paste the folded flap to a 1-inch strip of paper.
4. Glue the strip of paper to make a headband.
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Families: Ask your child what they learned about being an “active listener” and then help them
practice using these skills. Play a game — name five to ten items, like types of food, colors,
numbers, story characters, etc., and have your child repeat them. Take turns. Share stories
about when you were your child’s age or have an elderly relative talk with your child about

their past and have your child share what they learned.
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
